1. The capital sum of £11,431.50 was repaid to the Charity Bank during the year 2014
2. The value of the hall is a nominal valuation based upon the work which has recently been completed and the ground value. It does not necessarily reflect a true market appraisal.
3. Repairs and Maintenance includes £1,190 for decorating in the toilets.
4. A major misreading of our electricity meter means that the bill is overstated quite considerably

5. The sum of £1000 is held from the Nuttall Trust, along with £150 from the Pam Dite Fund for new stage and curtains and are held within the Capital Reserve Account.
This year has been another successful year for the Parish Hall, with extra amounts paid off our mortgage, both from our own fund-raising and from a considerable donation from John Harris which came from the Wassail event. Proceeds from the hire of the hall covered both our basic costs and some general decoration and additions to the premises. We start the new year with healthy bank balances allowing us to maintain our objective of retaining one year’s mortgage repayments in reserve, whilst still having sufficient funds for unusual running costs.
