1. The value of the Hall is a nominal valuation based upon the work which was recently completed and the ground value. It is not intended to necessarily reflect a true market appraisal. It is only included again this year to reflect the balance from the previous year in the balances carried forward from 2017 and will not be included in future accounts.
2. Repairs and Maintenance figure does not include a number of larger items which are noted separately under sundries
3. Profit from the Village Fete was considerably less as a large proportion was shared with St Michael’s Church fund raising.

Treasure’s Report

2018 has been another successful year and although there was a slightly lower excess of income over expenditure than last year, we were still able to spend a substantial amount of money on necessary maintenance, repairs and modernisation. The last of these is represented by conversion of the lighting to LEDs, which are giving excellent levels of light and with substantial benefits expected on our electricity bills. We have also covered the area outside of the Jubilee Room with a splendid patio, which has benefited us not only from the lack of maintenance needed for the grass formerly there, but also from less mud in the Jubilee Room and the possibility of using the space for more events. We have acquired a new marquee, have started on decorating aspects of the buildings and established an updated water meter.  
Our grateful thanks are due once again to John Harris and the Wassail for another donation, to Mary Frost, who left us a legacy of £500 and to the Nuttall Trust for considerable assistance towards our LED lighting. Proceeds from the hire of the hall and equipment, such as tables, chairs and screens, once again covered the basic costs of running the hall, so our fund raising can be used on capital projects and essential larger scale maintenance. Our balances at the end of the year are up on the previous year, leaving us with the ability to progress decorating and other opportunities during the current financial period. Although our fund-raising was just over £600 lower than the previous year, it was still very healthy and reflects the fact that, as we now have no mortgage to concern us, we have been able to work with other local charities to assist their fund-raising activities. An example of this being the lower figure obtained from the Village Fete, which was due to co-operation with St. Michael’s Church and a couple of events shared with the local guides. Our healthy financial position will certainly stand us in good stead for 2019 and beyond. We continue to maintain a healthy reserve for potential maintenance and other unexpected events, with a suggested value equal to one year’s basic costs. To ensure that this remains possible we aim to continue our major fund-raising activities for the foreseeable future and to supplement them with other events as we see fit. My thanks to all our committee, who have helped us achieve another prosperous year.
