Treasure’s Report
2019 has been another successful year and although there was, once again, a slightly lower excess of income over expenditure than last year, a large amount of this was because we spent even more than last year on necessary maintenance, repairs and modernisation and also continued to assist other village organisations. The most substantial maintenance cost was the replacement of one of our boilers, and we must, of course, remember that the other one may need to be replaced in the not too distant future.  We have acquired some additional gazebos, procured curtains for the stage and continued with decorating the building, inside and out. After work on the ceiling we now also have the materials to improve the acoustics within the Harris Room. One notable point is that our conversion of the lighting to LEDs last year has achieved the substantial benefits to our electricity bills that we anticipated; the annual total is down by around 30%.
Our grateful thanks are due once again to John Harris and the Wassail for another donation, and this year to the Somerset Community Fund which donated £1000 towards our boiler costs. 
I am delighted to say that the proceeds from the hire of the hall once again covered the basic costs of running the hall. Normally I would suggest this means that our fund raising can be used on decorating and other opportunities during the current financial period, but this year we do need to bear in mind the substantial loss of income and some continuing costs occasioned by the current pandemic, which will mean we need to retain a healthy reserve to see us through, though I do believe we can manage that successfully. Although our fund-raising was around £550 lower than the previous year, it was still very healthy and, as last year, reflects the fact that, as we now have no mortgage to concern us, we have been able to work with other local charities to assist their fund-raising activities. The prime examples of this being our assistance to St. Michael’s Church and a couple of events shared with the local guides. Our healthy financial position should stand us in good stead for this pandemic year and we can reassess our position when we return to normality. To ensure that we can recover properly, however, and return to our standard fall-back position, where we maintain a healthy reserve for potential maintenance and other unexpected events, with a suggested value equal to one year’s basic costs, we will need to re-establish our major fund-raising activities for the foreseeable future and to supplement them with other events as we see fit. 
My grateful thanks to all our committee, who have helped us achieve another prosperous year.
